The Graduation Rates Institution Report gives graduation information about the most recent six-
year graduating class of students and student-athletes who entered as freshmen in 2017-18. The
graduation rate (percent) is based on a comparison of the number (N) of students who entered a
college or university and the number of those who graduated within six years. For example, if
100 students entered and 60 graduated within six years, the graduation rate is 60 percent.

The Graduation Rates Institution Report provides information about two groups of students:

1. All Students.

All undergraduate students who were enrolled in a full-time program of studies for
abaccalaureate degree; and

2. Student-Athletes.

Student-athletes who received athletics aid from the school for any period of time during
their entering year.

Two different measures of graduation rates are presented in this report: (1) freshman-cohort
rate;and (2) Academic Success Rate (ASR). The freshman-cohort rate indicates the percentage of
freshmen who entered during a given academic year and graduated within six years. The ASR
adds to the first-time freshmen, those students who entered midyear, as well as student-athletes
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
